Hendrik Cornelius Wilhelmus Vermaas(1851-1927)wasawell-to-do farmer ofthe
present Ottosdal District.

He subsequently saw action at Modder River, Magersfontein and Kimberley. In
February 1900 he retreated to Christiana and in a telegram from there he urged
President Kruger to conclude peace. After more than a month, following threats that
the governmentvould suspend him from office, he returned to the front. After June
1900heoperatedmainly in theWesternTransvaal anih November1900 heefused

the offerof therank ofGeneral. He waactive in numerouskirmishes, includinghe

attack on Lichtenburd3 March 1901) and the Battle of TweebogghMarch 1902)
where Lord Methuen was wounded and captured.

In 1907 he was elected to the Transvaal Legislative Assembly, representing
Lichtenburg and in September 1910 he was elected unopposed to the First Union
ParliamentlIn this capacityhereceived thd910UnionMedal. Heapplied forandwas
